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EARLY ENTRANCE EVALUATIONS 

FOR KINDERGARTEN AND FIRST GRADE

A child must be five (5) years of age on or before August 1st to enter kindergarten or six (6) years of age to enter first grade.  However, a child whose birth date falls between August 2nd and October 31st may be evaluated at the parent's request for possible entrance into school.  The Psychology Department of the ESC to which the District belongs, will be responsible for carrying out this program.

Only those children who meet all the following criteria will be considered eligible for early entrance.  The child must:

A.
Fall within the upper three (3) percent of the general population of kindergartners or first graders in respect of mental ability.  These children have intelligence quotients of 125-130 or above.

B.
On an individual intelligence test, succeed on all tasks at the five (5) year level or six (6) year level for kindergartners or first graders respectively.

C.
Score on a test of perceptual-motor skills at a five and one‑half (5‑1/2) year level or better, and six and one-half (6 1/2) year level or better for kindergartners or first graders respectively.

D.
Test at a beginning first grade level in reading, arithmetic, and spelling readiness skills for first grade placement.

E.
Demonstrate that social and emotional adjustments are appropriate for indicated mental age.

Parents who wish to have their children evaluated may call the building principal to schedule an appointment for testing.
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
