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TUITION ASSISTANCE

The Licking Heights Local Board of Education endorses the Comprehensive Educational Program offered by the local district and the Career Education Joint Vocational School.

The Board does recognize the fact that there are specialized public secondary school programs that may not be offered in our curriculum.

The Board recognizes some obligation on its part when a student attending school in our District opts for such a specialized public secondary school program.

The Board will subsidize the tuition of a student attending such a program to the extent described below and subject to the conditions described below:

	
	A.
	The student must be attending school in Licking Heights for at least a part of the school day and the District must be receiving State funds for that student's attendance.

	
	
	

	
	B.
	The Superintendent must determine that there is not a program available in the District or at the vocational school that would meet the needs of the student.

	
	
	

	
	C.
	The program must be in a special public secondary school program.

	
	
	

	
	D.
	The tuition assistance would be in an amount equal to the State subsidy for that student received by the schools less an amount equal to the percentage of class time the student is in attendance in Licking Heights times the State subsidy.

	
	
	

	
	EXAMPLE:
	Student attends two (2) periods in Licking Heights Local and the rest of the time in a specialized program.  State subsidy is $2,000 per student.  The amount of the assistance would be $2,000  - (.25 x $2,000) = $1,500.


	
	
	

	
	E.
	The amount of tuition assistance will not exceed the actual tuition costs of these specialized programs.

	
	
	

	
	F.
	In cases where tuition assistance is approved, transportation to the site of the special program shall be the responsibility of the student.
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
