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CLASS RANK

The Board of Education acknowledges the usefulness of a system of computing grade point averages and class ranking for high school students, both to inform students of their relative academic placement among their peers and to provide students, prospective employers, and institutions of higher learning with a predictive device so that each student is more likely to be placed in an environment conducive to success.  However, for graduation honors the Board recognizes a course weighting system that encourages and recognizes academic achievement that is not limited to the students ranked first and second in their class.  There are three (3) graduation honors/award levels recognizing academic accomplishment as follows:
	Summa Cum Laude:
	Students earning a 4.1 or above Grade Point Average (GPA)

	

	Magna Cum Laude:
	Students earning a 3.89 to 4.09 Grade Point Average (GPA)

	

	Cum Laude:
	Students earning a 3.70-3.88 Grade Point Average (GPA)


The Board authorizes a system of class ranking, by grade point average, for students in grade(s) 9-12.

The grades of students transferring to the high school from a chartered school will be recognized; however, such students shall have no established class rank for purposes of graduation honors, until such time as they have completed four (4) semesters.

Students entering the high school from non-chartered or home‑based schooling shall have no established grade point average (GPA) or class rank for purposes of graduation honors, until such time as they have completed five (5) semesters.

No student shall be eligible for graduation honors, unless they have been enrolled for two (2) consecutive semester(s) prior to the final semester utilized for purposes of determining such honors.

The Superintendent shall develop procedures for the computation of grade point averages and the assignment of class rank to implement this policy that shall include:

The final standing or rank in the senior class will be determined at the end of the 7th semester.
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
