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PLACEMENT IN SCHOOL AND ACCEPTANCE OF TRANSFER CREDITS FOR 

HOME EDUCATED STUDENTS

The School District will enroll or re-enroll any child who has been home educated without discrimination or prejudice.  The Superintendent or his/her designee will determine the appropriate placement of such child in accordance with Section 3319.01 of the Ohio Revised Code.  The Superintendent has the sole authority to determine the grade level placement (grades kindergarten through grade eight), or the credits accepted (grades nine through twelve) for transfer from a home education program.

In making a placement decision, and/or accepting transfer credit from a home education program, the Superintendent will consider the following:

	(Grades K-8):  performance on an approved nationally normed standardized test battery.

	
	
	

	
	A student may be required to take any or all of the standardized tests necessary to determine the appropriate placement, and must perform at a minimum twenty-fifth percentile level for the appropriate age level.

	
	
	

	
	C.
	(Grades 9-12):  performance on nationally normed standardized achievement tests in subject areas.

	
	
	

	
	Students must score at the twenty-fifth percentile or above appropriate grade level before transfer credits from a home education program will be accepted and converted to Carnegie Units for application toward meeting the graduation requirements of the State of Ohio and of the District.

	
	
	

	
	D.
	Other evaluation information, which may include interviews with the child and/or parent.


The student’s high school transcript will indicate the source of credits, including credits for courses completed in home education programs.  Credits transferred for home school courses will be recorded and reported on a satisfactory scale.  Home school transfer credits will not be used in class rankings.
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
