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STUDENT DRIVING

The following rules apply to student drivers:

A.
No member of the student body may drive to or from school without permission of both the parents and School Administrators.

B.
Permission to drive may be withdrawn by the principal if the privilege is abused.

Abuse is defined as:

1.
Reckless or unsafe operation of vehicle.

2.
Transportation of unauthorized passengers by the driver.

3.
Other such acts as determined by School Administrators.

C.
No vehicle may be withdrawn from the parking lot specified during the school day without permission of the principal.

D.
Vehicles are defined so as to include all devices used for transportation including automobiles, trucks, motor scooters, bicycles, etc.

E.
The Board of Education regards the use of vehicles for travel to and from school students as an assumption of responsibility on the part of those students – a responsibility in the care of property, in the observation of safety rules, and in the display of courtesy and consideration toward others – and an assumption of liability on the part of those students and their parent(s).

Students shall meet the requirements that are licensed drivers and have adequate liability insurance.

The Board shall not be responsible for vehicles that are lost, stolen, or damaged while on school property.

F.
By bringing a vehicle on to school property, the vehicle operator and/or owner consents to a search of his or her vehicle by school officials in the event that officials have reasonable grounds to believe that a Board policy or state or federal law has been, is being, or will be violated.
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
