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SATURDAY SCHOOL 

(IN-SCHOOL DISCIPLINE)

It is the purpose of this policy to allow for an alternative to out-of-school suspension.  The availability of in-school discipline options is dependent upon the financial ability of the Board of Education to support them.

In-school discipline will only be offered at the discretion of the principal for offenses found in the Student Code of Conduct/Student Discipline Code.

As long as the in-school disciplinary alternatives are served entirely in the school setting, they will not require any notice, hearing or appeal rights.

Saturday School

Saturday school will only be offered at the discretion of the principal or his/her assistant for the following minor offenses:

A.
excessive absenteeism or tardiness

B.
excessive accumulation of demerits

C.
disruption of school

D.
fighting

E.
insubordination

F.
any other action detrimental to the educational system on or off school grounds.

Saturday school will not be offered as an option when, in the opinion of the principal or his/her assistant, the offense is criminal or serious in nature.

After a student has committed a possible suspendible offense, a hearing will take place between a school administrator and the student.  If it is determined that a suspendible offense has been committed, the student and his/her parents may be informed of the administration’s intentions to suspend.  If the suspension is the student’s first for that particular offense and judged to be minor in nature, the student and his/her parents will be given the opportunity to select the Saturday school option as an alternative to in-school or out-of-school suspension.  Failure of a student to attend an assigned Saturday school session may result in out-of-school suspension.
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
